You Keep Royalty Payout Control for Paperback orders 
Sadie Books does not take any royalties  for your paperback sales. The paperback publishing 
account  is  set up  in your name and you decide where the royalty money  is received.  In  the 
majority of cases, you supply a bank account or request check payments. Depending on the 
distribution channel that sells your book, royalty payments vary, in the range of 30% to 70% 
of the sale price. All of this information is accessible to you, once your account is set up. Sadie 
Books sets up the account and familiarizes you with what to expect.  
 
ISBN 10 and ISBN 13 Number Assignments 
ISBN is an acronym for International Standard Book Number that is assigned to publishers in 
the  United  States.  ISBNs  identify  your  book  title  and  identify  publishers  for  ordering 
processes. All ISBNs are now 13 digits, since 2007, however, the 10‐digit assignment remains 
in effect. At this time, we supply both numbers. 
 
Library of Congress Publication 
Your book  is  cataloged at  the Library of Congress  to help  librarians  locate  your book  in  the 
national database and order catalog cards. The Library of Congress assigned a catalog control 
number that  is unique to your book. A book must have at  least 50 pages to be eligible for a 
control number; this excludes genealogies, children’s literature and art catalog exhibitions.  
 
Books In Print Database Registration 
We  register  your  book  with  Bowker’s  Books  in  Print  database,  containing  over  17  million 
national  and  international  titles.  Booksellers  and  librarians  rely  on  Bowker’s  bibliographic 
database as the industry’s largest source for reviews; cover images; author bios; and more.

We  prepare  your  manuscript  for  electronic  download  and  purchase.  These  formats, 
obviously, expand distribution opportunities. Once the book  is converted and approved, we 
add your book  to Sadie Books E‐Reader Vendor Partner  system and manage all  sales. Sadie 
Books manages all authors’ book transactions through third‐party central dashboards.  
 
We  have  partnered  with  Smashwords  to  provide  you  with  a  wide  electronic  distribution 
network of retailers. As you know, each retailer has its own reporting systems. In an effort to 
streamline  the process, quarterly  reports are  issued,  noting book  transactions and  royalties 
due to each author. Sadie Books sends a quarterly royalty report, based on 4 periods: Jan to 
Mar, Apr to Jun, Jul to Sep, and Oct to Dec of each year. Royalty reports are typically available 
about 30 days after quarter end. Payments are distributed to authors within 14 days received 
from  retail  management  partners.  Sadie  Books  also  has  a  direct  partnership  with  Amazon 
Kindle,  who  provides  monthly  sales  reports  and  Sadie  Books  forwards  that  information  to

At Sadie Books, we have developed systems to deliver your book from manuscript format to 
the public within seven weeks. Of course, each client has different needs, and we are flexible 
enough to provide for those needs.

PAPERBACK BOOK QUALITY AND PRINTING 
 
Client  books  are  printed  on‐demand  using  cover  stock  and  protective  laminate  finishing. 
Books  are  library quality with professional  trade paperback binding.  The printing process  is 
FSC‐certified.  The  FSC  (Forest  Stewardship Council) works  to  change processes  to  eliminate 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habitat  ruin, water  pollution,  native peoples  displacement  and  violence  against  people  and 
wildlife.  
 
To maximize royalty payments and printing cost savings, Sadie Books purchases a Publishing 
Pro Plan  account  on  your behalf.  The Plan  cost  is  included  in  your  standard package  costs. 
Since  Sadie  Books  is  not  involved  in  the  payment  processes  for  paperbacks,  the  client 
manages the accounts after Sadie Books sets them up. For each year, thereafter, the cost to 
maintain the Pro Plan is $5 per year, made payable directly to CreateSapce. This is the client’s 
responsibility; should you choose not to renew at the Pro Plan rate, each year, your account is 
downgraded to a Standard Plan, reducing your printing costs savings and royalty percentages. 
 
Retailer Order Fulfillment 
There is no print‐run minimum. Our partners fulfill orders for one book copy or one thousand 
copies.  The  expansive  business  retailer  network  does  not  bill,  upfront,  to  fulfill  customers 
orders.  Instead, the cost of printing books, shipping, handling, and vendor commission – are 
subtracted from the retail price – the remaining amount is your royalty payment. 
 
As an example, a client has a book set at $16 and it contains 150 pages.  Using the Pro Plan, 
your royalty on one sale is about $6.95 if the book is sold through Amazon.com. If you were 
to set up a Standard Plan (not recommended), your royalty on one sale at Amazon.com would 
be about $5.10. You can see the value in purchasing the Pro Plan and renewing each year. The 
royalty amount varies based on the retailer. 
 
Personal Order Fulfillment 
Should you require an order of books be delivered to you or someone else who is purchasing 
books directly from you, the cost of printing books  is based on the options selected to take 
your manuscript to book format. Conditions such as white or cream paper, number of pages 
in book, overall book width and length, color or black/white interior – all play a role in pricing. 
When you book is prepared for final production, the actual costs will be assessed.  
 
Here are a few samples of print costs based on the Pro Plan purchase. A paperback with 150 
pages – with a color cover, black and white interior would cost about $3 to print, give or take 
a few cents. Using the same specifications for a book of 300 pages would run about $5.  
 
As a second example, a client wants 2 books mailed to her. The book has about 250 pages in 
it. The cost of the books is $7.70 ($3.85 each) and $4.18 shipping and handling It cost her $12 
to get two copies of her book in her possession.  
 
Another  client wants  55  books mailed  to  her,  to  sell  at  a  book  festival.  The  book  has  150 
pages. The cost to print 55 books  is $140 – about $2.50 each. Shipping and handling  is $40. 
The total cost for printing and delivery is $180 If the client sells all 55 books at $10 each (retail 
value), that’s $550 in sales, resulting in a $370 profit.
